1. J. Fleming made a motion to approve an Economic Development Assistance Grant by the
Arthur Rotary Club in the amount of $6,000.00.

2. The Economic Development Assistance Application from Simply Arthur was discussed. The
grant project includes $36,000.00 for an employee’s salary and $5,000.00 for the cleaning of
the Welcome Center. C. Miller made a motion to approve an Economic Development
Assistance Grant by Simply Arthur in the amount of $41,000.00. M. Hilgenberg seconded.
All Trustees voted YEA.

3. M. Hilgenberg made a motion to approve a proposal from L. & M Construction fora 12’ X
15 addition (dumpster enclosure) and a new metal siding/roof on the headworks building at

the wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $17,127.15. J. Fleming seconded. All
Trustees voted YEA.



4. Discussion took place on allowing food trucks on Village property for business events.
Specifically, Blondie’s requested permission for food truck parking on Village property for
some upcoming events. J. Fleming made a motion to make available the south side only
parking spaces of East Progress Street next to the business’ building for food trucks on a one-
time trial basis. C. Miller seconded. All Trustees voted YEA.

5. Discussion took place on earmarking a portion of the money accumulating in the TIF account
toward projects. C. Miller made a motion to approve earmarking up to $200,000.00 of TIF
funds for improvements to the Welcome Center and downtown parking lots. D. Tiffan
seconded. All Trustees voted YEA.
